LIGHTS:
There is electricity everywhere at our District Campsite.  Please bring the big work lights as our activities will be until 2am, Saturday EARLY morning.

Sledge:
Klondike Derby Sled “Sledge” Example – Page 8
Trailers:
As we will be in the family camping area, trailers are allowed.  All sites have 50 amp service.   (It is understood that a trailer may become an extreme weather structure.)  

Shelter:
The shelter by site 7 will be the District’s headquarters.  

Toilets:
There is a flush toilet.  It is at the center of the large bathroom and shower house.  There are also two very clean pit toilets at the northwest end of the campground.

Water:
Water is available at the pit toilets and bathroom.

Trails:
Trails 4 and 7 go to Lake Michigan.

Wood:
No raw tree firewood can be brought into the park.  They sell wood at $5 a bundle.  Lumber, including skid lumber is allowed, as long as there is no bark.  (No raw tree wood is allowed, even if it does not have bark.)

Firewood & Emerald Ash Borer . . .

· IDNR is working in cooperation with other Midwestern states to stop the spread of the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB), an exotic insect that kills ash trees.

· It is against State and Federal laws to transport firewood (other than pine) from quarantined areas where Emerald Ash Borer has been found.

· Firewood CANNOT be brought into our Indiana state parks, reservoirs and state forests from any quarantined area.  [Processed lumber with no bark is OK]

· Quarantined areas include all of Illinois, Michigan, Ohio, and various counties within Indiana and Pennsylvania.

· Firewood from these locations will be confiscated and campers are subject to steep fines for violating the law!

· Be prepared to supply water for Friday’s needs!!  There is water, however, in 2008 the water lines froze.

Patrol Sledge Equipment List 

Each patrol should not exceed eight scouts and should have a patrol flag attached to their sledge. The following is the list of items needed for the sledge:
· Firewood, tinder, and kindling
· One fire-starter will also be allowed but it must be home-made (i.e. newspaper dipped in wax, lint) or natural.  No accelerants allowed.  Matches will be supplied by the event leaders and should not be present on sledge.

· At least 1 gallon of water 

· A container to boil 8 ounces of water.

· Blanket

· Patrol Winter First-Aid kit

· Paper and Pencil

· Five 20ft. pieces of rope, 1/4” minimum thickness.

· Four 6ft. pieces of wood, minimum of 5/8” thick.  These can be broomsticks, 2x2’s, deadwood, or anything similar.  

·  Patrol flag
· Compass
· Scout Spirit
About the Traveling Trophy

The patrol that accumulates the most points at the end of the day will take home the traveling trophy. Each patrol should try to participate in as many events as possible to accumulate as many points possible.  Their sled must be constructed by the patrol and resemble the sled from the handout.  More instructions on sleds may be searched online.

Troop events will be signed up on a first-come, first-served basis.  Troops must sign up by contacting Gary Dorencz via phone or email.  The deadline for signing up troop events is January 31, 2012. 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Directions from Worth, IL to Indiana State Dunes

1. Start out going WEST on W 111TH ST toward S HARLEM AVE / IL-43, Worth, IL
0.1 miles

2. Turn LEFT onto S HARLEM AVE / IL-43.
1.0 miles

3. Turn LEFT onto W COLLEGE DR / IL-83. Continue to follow IL-83. 
2.5 miles

4. Turn SLIGHT LEFT onto W 127TH ST / IL-83. Continue to follow W 127TH ST.
0.9 miles

5. Merge onto I-294 S toward INDIANA (Portions toll).
5.7 miles

6. Take I-294 EXPRESS S (Portions toll).
0.7 miles

7. I-294 EXPRESS S becomes I-294 S (Portions toll).
6.4 miles

8. I-294 S becomes I-94 E (Crossing into INDIANA). 
27.8 miles

9. Merge onto IN-49 N via EXIT 26B.
1.8 miles

10. IN-49 N becomes N COUNTY ROAD 25 E.
0.4 miles

11. End at 1600 N 25 E Chesterton, IN 46304-1142, US
Total Est. Time: 59 minutes     Total Est. Distance: 47.75 miles
